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Established since 2011 the Observatory on Enforce-
ment of Intellectual Property Rights of the AGEPI has as
an objective the exchange of information between the
authorities responsible for monitoring the enforcement
of intellectual property rights and also the elaboration
of reports, analytical and statistical studies in the field.

At the same time, the Observatory performs the func-
tions of the World Trade Organization’s Notification
Center on the implementation of the Agreement on
Trade-Related Aspects of Intellectual Property Rights
and is an effective means of promoting the activity of
the authorities/institutions with responsibilities for the
enforcement of intellectual property rights.

Based on the collected and systematized data the Ob-
servatory annually publishes the Report on the Enfor-
cement of Intellectual Property Rights in the Republic
of Moldova, which is structured according to the four
priority directions of the Observatory’s activity: moni-
toring the enforcement of intellectual property rights,
training and promoting the intellectual property con-
cepts, cooperating with other organizations/right hol-
ders and notifying the WTO on the implementation of
the Agreement on Trade-Related Aspects of Intellectual
Property Rights.

The report covers the most important data on the ac-
tions taken by the public authorities of the Republic of
Moldova,inordertoincreasethedegree of publicaware-
ness of the risks posed by counterfeiting and piracy
phenomena, as well as a series of relevant statistical
data on the activity of the law-enforcement bodies in

The publication of the report is part of the efforts of the
public authorities to develop a balanced system of en-
forcement of intellectual property rights, in accordance
with the National Intellectual Property Strategy until
2020.

Several meetings were organized throughout the year
2019, during which a number of important issues re-
lated to Observatory’s activity were discussed. Among
the main activities are the following:

- Organization of the meeting of the members of the
Observatory on Enforcement of Intellectual Property
Rights in a broad format, with the participation of the
representatives of the Agency for Consumer Protec-
tion and Market Surveillance, the Customs Service
and the General Prosecutor’s Office, during which the
National Report on the Enforcement of Intellectual
Property Rights in the Republic of Moldova for 2018
was launched, elaborated annually by AGEPI with the
informational support of the public authorities res-
ponsible for the enforcement of intellectual proper-
ty rights (Customs Service, Public Prosecutor’s Office,
Ministry of Internal Affairs, Agency for Court Adminis-
tration, Agency for Consumer Protection and Market
Surveillance, Competition Council). The 7th edition of
the Report contains a series of activities carried out
with the support of the Technical Assistance Project
“Support to Enforcement of Intellectual Property
Rights in the Republic of Moldova’, funded by the Eu-
ropean Union. The publication ensures continuity of
the collection and systematization of statistical and
analytical data on IPR enforcement in the Republic of
Moldova.

The need for training on the intellectual property seg-
ment of the staff from the authorities responsible for
the enforcement of intellectual property rights, as well
as continuing the collaboration in order to eliminate
the obstacles that the right holders face was mutually
agreed.

- Launch of the e-Learning distance learning platform
in the field of IP (http://elearning.agepi.gov.md/) and
the first distance learning course in Romanian “How to
Protect Intellectual Property Rights in the Republic of
Moldova’, an introductory course in intellectual proper-
ty comprising 5 modules. Purpose - support of the pro-
cess of training and professional development in the
field of IP. A series of textbooks, studies and guides in
the field of intellectual property intended for law-enfor-
cement bodies have also been placed on the e-Learn-
ing platform, including:

- Guide for customs officials responsible for the en-
forcement of intellectual property rights;

- Guide for officers and prosecutors responsible for
the enforcement of intellectual property rights;

- Guide for consumer protection inspectors, res-
ponsible for the enforcement of intellectual pro-
perty rights;

ce a Republicii Moldova.

Fiind o componenta importantd a sistemului national
de proprietate intelectuald, asigurarea respectarii drep-
turilor de Pl la frontiera este realizata de catre Serviciul
Vamal al Republicii Moldova prin aplicarea eficienta a
masurilor legale de protectie pentru prevenirea si com-
baterea introducerii/scoaterii de marfuri contrafacute si
opere-pirat pe/de pe piata interna.

Customs Service is an administrative authority subordi-
nated to the Ministry of Finance, which implements the
state’s customs policy by uniformly and impartially ap-
plying the legislation in the customs field with the pur-
pose of ensuring, within the limits of its competences,
the economic security of the Republic of Moldova.

Being an important component of the national intellec-
tual property system, the enforcement of IP rights at the
border is achieved by the Customs Service of the Repu-
blic of Moldova by effectively applying the legal protec-
tion measures to prevent and combat the introduction/
removal of counterfeit goods and pirated works to/from
the internal market.

To this end, customs authority shall take all necessary
measures established by the regulations in force and the
international treaties to which the Republic of Moldova
is a party.

The foresaid powers are exercised by the IP
Offence Combating Division of the Economic Fraud In-
vestigation Directorate N23 within the National Inspecto-
rate of Investigations of the General Police Inspectorate
of MIA and other subdivisions thereof.

The mission of the division is to organize and carry out
actions for the prevention, detection and documenta-
tion of IPR infringement related offenses, actions aimed
at protecting the natural and legal persons against eco-
nomic activities that could infringe the intellectual pro-
perty rights and generate, at the same time, increased
risks for potential consumers of counterfeit products.

In the context of its mission, the activity of the MIA dur-
ing the period under review from the point of view of
statistical data is presented in the following infographs.

Both the Constitution of the Republic of Moldova and
the Law on the Public Prosecutor’s Office direct the acti-
vity vector of the Public Prosecutor’s Office to the admi-
nistration of justice, defense of rights, freedoms and legi-
timate interests of the person, society and state through
criminal and other procedures provided by law.

Thus, starting from the persistence of vulnerable aspects
in society and negative trends, the role and task of the
Public Prosecutor’s Office is the prompt and effective re-
action in cases of violation of the law, violation of human
rights and legitimate interests of society.

Accordingly, the role of the Public Prosecutor’s Offi-
ce bodies is the guarantor of effective investigation
including of intellectual property rights infringement
cases, to counter intellectual piracy actions and fra-
udulent reproductions, the aim pursued being to
prevent the causing of damages to right holders and
consumer safety.

Agency for Court Administration is the administrative
authority subordinated to the Ministry of Justice with
the status of legal entity of public law that ensures the
organizational activity of the courts and courts of ap-
peal, in accordance with Art. 55 of Law 514 of 06.07.1995
on the Organization of Judiciary and the Regulation on
the Organization and Functioning of the Activity of the
Agency for Court Administration, approved by Govern-
ment Decision No. 650 of 26.05.2016.

The Agency manages, ensures the maintenance and de-
velopment of the judicial information system, its com-
pliance with the provisions of the legislation, performs
the collection, analysis and systematization of data on
judicial statistics, including generalizes data on IPR-re-
lated offences and contraventions and presents them
annually to AGEPI.

In order to improve institutional communication and co-
ordination by automating the process of collecting and
transmitting relevant data on IPR protection, the Agency
during 2019 participated in the development of the re-
gulatory framework for the establishment of the Infor-
mation System in the field of intellectual property, as a
component part of the information platform in the field
of intellectual property rights protection, in which it is
supposed to have the capacity of registrar.

Proprietatea intelectuala reprezinta un atribut esential
al economiei de piata, dezvoltarea pozitiva a cdreia este
bazata inclusiv pe un mediu concurential corespunza-
tor sub aspect de stare, structura si dinamica. In acelasi
sens, concurenta este unul din cele mai importante ele-
mente, care formeaza baza functionarii unei economii
moderne si asigura dezvoltarea relatiilor de piata. Ast-
fel, fenomenul concurentei si proprietatea intelectuala
interactioneaza intr-un proces complex al economiei
de piatd, rezultanta fiind asigurarea egalitatii tuturor
subiectilor si valorificarea nestingheritd a propriei creatii
intelectuale.

Intreaga activitate a subiectilor in cadrul economiei de
piata se desfasoara sub anumite semne distinctive, su-
plimentar denumirilor de firma a acestora. Aceste sem-
ne distinctive reprezintd creatii intelectuale concepute
intentionat in sensul distingerii de catre segmentul de
public vizat dintre activitatea economica a subiectilor
respectivi.

Un
domeniu al concurentei, care implica inclusiv protectia
obiectelor de proprietate intelectuala prin intermediul
protectiei titularilor de drepturi asupra obiectelor re-
spective, este concurenta neloiala.

Intellectual property is an essential attribute of the
market economy, the positive development of which
is based on an appropriate competitive environment in
terms of status, structure and dynamics. In the same sen-
se, competition is one of the most important elements,
which forms the basis of the functioning of a modern
economy and ensures the development of market re-
lationships. Thus, the phenomenon of competition and
intellectual property interact in a complex process of
market economy, the result being to ensure the equality
of all subjects and the unhindered capitalization of their
own intellectual creation.

The entire activity of the subjects within the market
economy is carried out under certain distinctive signs,
in addition to their trade names. These distinctive signs
represent intellectual creations designed intentionally in
the sense of distinguishing by the target audience seg-
ment between the economic activities of the respective
subjects.

The Competition Council does not have direct attributi-
ons tangent to the field of industrial property, but it is the
authority that, according to Art. 39 a) of the Competition
Law No. 183 of 11.07.2012, ascertains the infringements
of the legislation in the field of competition, advertising
and state aid. One area of competition, which also in-
volves the protection of intellectual property objects
through the protection of right holders in those objects,
is unfair competition.
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In acelasi context, mentiondm ca obiectele proprietatii
intelectuale au o functie conturata accentuat in favoarea
intreprinderilor titulare. Aceste obiecte servesc drept in-
dicatori de individualizare a participantilor la economia
de piata si a activitatii acestora. Ele sunt reprezentati-
ve si pot servi drept garant al apartenentei bunurilor si
serviciilor la 0 anumita intreprindere, precum si garant
al unui anumit nivel de calitate.

They are representative and
can serve as a guarantor of the ownership of goods and
services to a particular enterprise, as well as a guarantor
of a certain level of quality. Competition between en-
terprises comes to strengthen this system of individua-
lization and recognition of products in a given market,
while respecting the intellectual creation of each owner.
Competition highlights the positive and negative as-
pects, and each intellectual creation is an eloquent cri-
terion in establishing or strengthening the reputation
of the titular enterprise.

Therefore, the Competition Council is the authori-
ty that provides support to enterprises affected by
unfair competition actions in the defense of intellec-
tual property rights. The imposition of fines on guilty
enterprises and their obligation to take all measures
to cease the unfair competition actions are the means
by means of which the competition authority ensu-
res the protection of infringed intellectual property
rights.

The meeting was organized under the auspices of the
European Commissioner for Trade, Cecilia Malmstrom,
with the participation of high-level representatives of
the Eastern Partnership countries, namely Georgia,
Ukraine and the Republic of Moldova.

The AGEPI representative at the event presented the
latest developments registered by the Republic of
Moldova in the field of protection and enforcement of
intellectual property rights in the context of the com-
mitments assumed by our country under the DCFTA.

AGEPI hosted the working visit of a delegation of the
United States Trade Representative, during which its
members had the opportunity to document them-
selves with the latest developments in the field of
intellectual property in the Republic of Moldova, the
discussions being focused in particular on the enfor-
cement of intellectual property rights and the role of
AGEPI on this dimension.

During the meeting, the US delegation was informed
about the legislation and the mechanism of IPR enfor-
cement in the Republic of Moldova, the powers of the
Intellectual Property Office and the law-enforcement
bodies in the IP field, as well as the cooperation rela-
tions between these actors in view to combat the phe-
nomenon of counterfeiting and piracy in the Republic
of Moldova. Discussions were held on the information
presented in the National Report on the Enforcement
of Intellectual Property Rights, especially addressing
the issues related to the border action mode in IPR in-
fringement cases and the initiatives of the Republic
of Moldova to strengthen the intellectual property
rights enforcement mechanism by implementing an
information system for data exchange between the
authorities with competences in the field of intellec-
tual property.

The AGEPI representative attended the 14th session
of the WIPO Advisory Committee on Enforcement of
Intellectual Property Rights, convened at the WIPO
Headquarters in Geneva, Switzerland. The work of the
Committee attended by delegates from 77 Member
States, as well as about 20 observers, and also repre-
sentatives of the academic environment and the pri-
vate sector, were structured on 4 panel discussions
in which topics of major importance were addressed,
being heard 33expert presentations and one Secreta-
riat presentation.

A novelty of this session was ACE Cinema - a cinema-
tograph organized by WIPO that screened throughout
the work of the Committee video spots developed by
the authorities of the Member States and used in the
national general public awareness-raising and anti-
counterfeiting and anti-piracy campaigns, as well as
spots of private sector organizations.

In the context of the first panel on the exchange of
information on national experiences regarding aware-
ness-raising activities and strategic campaigns as a
means of building respect for IPRs among the public,
especially the youth, the experience of the Republic
of Moldova in this regard was described. Thus, within
the framework of the Committee, the AGEPI represen-
tative presented the Program for cultural change in
the Republic of Moldova - a large-scale information,
education and awareness-raising program consisting
of activities, aimed at promoting and protecting intel-
lectual property rights, thus contributing to the cultu-
ral change in the field of IP in the Republic of Moldova.

Union - Republic of Moldova Sub-Committee on Ge-
ographical Indications, in videoconference format.

Respectarea drepturilor de proprietate intelectuala,
inclusiv protectia PI la frontiera, a fost discutata si in
cadrul Comitetului RM-UE in Configuratia Comert care
a avut loc la Chisinau pe data de 4 octombrie 2019,
UE apreciind pozitiv eforturile depuse de autoritatile
Republicii Moldova pentru asigurarea respectdrii DPI
siinstituirea in RM a unui sistem de protectie a dreptu-
rilor de proprietate intelectuald similar celui existent
in Uniunea Europeana.

La AGEPI a avut loc vizita de documentare a delegatiei
Reprezentantei pentru Comert a Statelor Unite ale
Americii, organizata in cadrul programului de intalniri
bilaterale ale delegatiei SUA cu prilejul participarii aces-
teia la Comitetul mixt moldo-american de cooperare
economica. Reuniunea a avut drept scop familiarizarea

The meeting presented the latest developments in
the area of geographical indications in the Republic
of Moldova and the European Union, including an ex-
change of views on the geographical indications of
both parties, protected in the Republic of Moldova
and the European Union. The EU party informed the
Moldovan party about the launch of the eAmbrosia
Database, which contains data including about the
associations of producers of products with protected
Gls and other contact data that can be used by repre-
sentatives of the law-enforcement bodies (Customs
Service, Agency for Consumer Protection and Market
Surveillance, National Agency for Food Safety, etc.)
within the procedures for Gl protection at the border
and on the internal market.

Enforcement of intellectual property rights, including the
protection of IP at the border, was also discussed within
the framework of the RM-EU Committee in the Trade Con-
figuration that took place in Chisinau on October 4, 2019,
the EU positively appreciating the efforts made by the au-
thorities of the Republic of Moldova for the enforcement
of IPRs and the establishment in the Republic of Moldova
of a system of protection of intellectual property rights si-
milar to the one existing in the European Union.

The documentation visit of the United States Trade
Representative’s Office delegation took place at the
AGEPI, organized within the bilateral meetings pro-
gram of the US delegation on the occasion of its par-
ticipation in the Moldovan-American Joint Committee
on Economic Cooperation. The purpose of the meet-
ing was to familiarize the US officials with the latest
developments in the field of intellectual property and
to identify the Moldovan-American cooperation pri-
orities on this segment, among which were mentio-
ned the enforcement of IP rights, the system of col-
lective management of copyright and related rights,
others issues of interest to both parties.
